Respect Lesson 5
School-Wide Behavior Matrix
Week of 1/26/09-1/29/09
Brief Description

This lesson guides students to set personal and class goals addressing “respect”.
Objectives

Students will reflect up on previous weeks’ MBI “respect” lessons to identify areas in which they are respectful and also to identify areas where they need to continue to become more respectful.
Materials Needed 

Large sheet of butcher paper
Markers

Scissors

Various sheets of colored paper (enough for each student in your class to trace and cut out an outline of his/her hand)

Glue or tape
Lesson Plan 
As individual students - 
1. Ask students to reflect upon what they have come to understand about respect in the school and in their personal lives.  They may need to jot down some notes.
2. From those notes choose two personal goals or areas which students feel they need continue to improve and three lessons or facts that they have learned about respect.
3. Have each student traces the shape of their hand on the construction paper and cut out.  
4. On each of the fingers and thumb write the five points from step #2, including the child’s name in the palm.
As a class - 
5. Discuss and recognize one area in which everyone is respectful and then determine one class goal to improve respect in the school setting.  
6. Write the two points from #6 on the large butcher paper and attach the hands of all the members of the class.
7. Display the poster in or near the classroom as a constant reminder of the necessity of being respectful to peers, adults, belongings, ideas, individual traits or qualities – essentially in all areas of the school building.
