Example 1

Happy High School is located in Savvy, Montana.  We are a 9-12 school with an enrollment of 456 
students.  The feature of our MBI process we want to showcase is our significant reduction of tardy behavior.   In the past 2 years Happy High School has zeroed in on “If you expect it, teach it.”  Our most prevalent infraction was tardy behavior.   We increased our “on-time” behavior by defining the meaning of TARDY, teaching students what TARDY looked like, communicating the expectations to staff, and connecting the value of “on-time” behavior for our high school students to workplace expectations.  We invited employers from a variety of industries including manufacturing, service, and energy industries as well as professional employers from the health, education, and business fields to share the value and importance of “on-time” behavior.  We have reduced our ODRs by 45% as a result of defining TARDY behavior, teaching the expectation, supervising with consistency and connecting the expectation to the workplace in a meaningful way.
Example 2
Things Couldn’t Be Better Middle School is located in Otter Creek, Montana.  We are a 6-8 school with an enrollment of 278 students.  The event we want to showcase is the Helpful Hands Fundraiser our middle school students organized as a spin-off from their Youth Days activities.   Our MBI Youth Team conducted a “phone-a-thon” to notify community members of a clothing drive held the Saturday before Thanksgiving.  Calling community members reminded them of the event and gave our student callers experience using telephone communication skills which they had learned and practiced before the actual calls were made.  The event resulted in over 400 items of clothing which are made available to families at our Helpful Hands Boutique.  The Helpful Hands Boutique is set up at our community center and staffed by volunteers and students.  
Example 3
Little Sprouts Head Start is located in Lone Tree, Montana.  We are an Early Childhood learning center with an enrollment of 150 students.  We are showcasing our Family Involvement Program which models the broadening of our behavior matrix into the students’ home environments.  The HOME Matrix is based on four At Home expectations that complement our school-wide universal expectations.  The acronym H-O-M-E, written down the left side of the matrix, stands for Help Out, Own Your Behavior, Manners Count, and Every Day.  The child’s home activities are written across the top of the matrix.  Expected behaviors for Getting Up in the Morning, Getting to School, Clean-up Time, etc. are filled in the chart.  We have taught parents effective ways to teach, monitor, and practice the At Home universals, as well as the importance of reinforcing appropriate behaviors.  Our Home Matrix has been an effective way to connect with parents and extend the teaching and practice of expected behaviors beyond the school day.
