Provide practice opportunities:


MODEL  --  (I do) Teacher demonstrates each behavior


LEAD     --   (We do) Teacher and students practice behavior together


TEST     --    (You do) Student demonstrates behavior

When students follow guidelines give verbal praise
When students forget guidelines


PROMPT   --  “We need you to talk in a whisper, please.”




“ We need you to stay in your seat:

When student is noncompliant


*   REFOCUS at school / or on the bus (direct once then move up)


*   Ticket from bus driver / parent contact


*   Removed from bus (disorderly conduct)
