Merry Christmas and Happy Holidays! The Office of Public Instruction has enjoyed working 
with you this calendar year and first semester of the 2019-2020 school year. We hope that you, 
your staff, and your students have a safe and enjoyable winter break.

Update on DPHHS Rules Affecting Schools 
DPHHS provided red-lined updates (attached) of their proposed rule changes regarding school 
health and safety to the Interim Education Committee and the OPI on December 13th. The rules 
will be filed with the Secretary of State on January 7th, barring any legislative action. Due to 
feedback from schools and education partners, DPHHS made changes to their proposed rules to 
extend the implementation timelines, remove punitive measures, and reduce administrative 
and fiscal burdens. The OPI and education partners met with DPHHS and DEQ on December 17th 
to discuss implementation of the rules. DPHHS intends to make a good faith effort to work with 
OPI and schools to implement the rules, including partnering with DEQ to provide funding and 
technical resources. DPHHS and OPI will be sending more detailed information next month to 
schools and welcome any feedback on how to best assist schools in implementing them. Please 
feel free to reach out if you have any questions. 
 
2020 Legislative Week 
The Legislature is sponsoring a Legislative Week January 13th and 14th where all legislators will 
be invited to Helena. The purpose is to bring legislators together to provide opportunities to 
receive some additional training and share information. It is being held in conjunction with the 
study in Senate Bill No. 310 that is looking into annual sessions. You can find more information 
HERE. The OPI will have our Health & Safety and CTE divisions at the capitol to discuss school 
safety, mental health, suicide prevention, and career readiness with legislators.

MontCAS Monitoring 
The Assessment Division is in the process of conducting site visits and establishing the school 
monitoring cycle for the 2019–2020 school year. If your school district is selected, you will be 
contacted by the OPI and asked to provide the testing date (Testing Date Tool) information for 
the purpose of this visit. Currently, the only test administration monitoring occurring is the 
ACCESS for ELLs monitoring.  This year approximately 3,700 English learners will be tested 
throughout the state. Schools must also complete the ACT Manage Participation collection in 
PearsonAccessNext in order to designate testing dates and testing modalities.

Accessibility News 
Assessments help teachers and parents know if students are on the path to success. For the 
MontCAS state assessments we strive to ensure all students—including students who are 
learning English or have special needs—can meaningfully participate and demonstrate what 
they know and can do. To support schools with the selection of accessibility supports (e.g., 
universal tools, designated supports, and accommodations), please review AIM Updates: 
Statewide Assessment Editor Fall Webinar. For students being served with English learner plans, 
IEPs or section 504 plans, supports should be discussed at plan meetings and decisions should 
be made by educators most familiar with the student (ARM 10.56.104). Some things to keep in 
mind are—use a systematic data-based process, ensure supports are identified in the 
educational plan, ensure supports are familiar to the student, and ensure the supports are 
provided for classroom instruction and assessments throughout the school year.

All 2nd-semester school bus inspections must be performed by the Montana Highway Patrol by 
January 31, 2020. Only school buses that pass inspection may be used to transport students and 
only school buses that pass inspection will receive state and county transportation 
reimbursement. Type E buses must also be inspected by the highway patrol.  For Type E buses, 
please use the Inspection Form TR13A. A school bus that fails to pass inspection will not be 
eligible for state and county reimbursement until the bus is re-inspected and approved by the 
inspecting officer. The school district is responsible for contacting the Montana Highway Patrol 
for all bus inspections.

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Health Enhancement and Safety 
Emergency Preparedness Tips from DHS 
Preparedness training that teaches school administrators and faculty what to do as somebody 
with a weapon walks into the school can be a frightening experience but is very important. 
There are many methodologies available either through your local law enforcement agency, a 
private company, or a government agency such as the Department of Homeland Security (DHS). 
DHS conducts no-cost active shooter preparedness workshops with an emphasis on Run, Hide, 
Fight. Remembering these three words can possibly save your life in an active shooter situation. 
Run, Hide, Fight is not intended to be done in that order but is something that is easily 
remembered when you are assessing the situation. Every location and incident is different and 
doing one, or all, of these is crucial in an emergency situation. Run – if you know where the 
shooter is and you can safely escape. Hide – if you are in an area that presents good coverage 
and possibly barricading. Fight – as a last resort to save your life and possibly the lives of others.

AmeriCorps 
AmeriCorps NCCC is part of the Corporation for National and Community Service (CNCS), a 
Federal Agency, which administers the various Senior Corps and AmeriCorps programs 
nationwide. NCCC is a branch of the AmeriCorps programs that also includes AmeriCorps VISTA 
and AmeriCorps State/National.  Specifically, the NCCC program is: 
 
A full-time, team-based, residential service program for young adults who want to give back to 
communities in need at different locations across the country. For 10 months, teams work on 4-
6 projects, such as: engaging youth; building and rehabilitating homes for families in need; 
cleaning up parks, streams, trails, and shorelines; fighting and preventing wildfires; and helping 
communities recover from disasters.  
 
During their service, members are provided housing, food, uniforms, and the equipment that 
they will need to be successful in the field. They will receive a modest bi-weekly stipend for 
personal expenses and if they successfully complete the program, they are awarded a $6,195 
Education Award. This award can be used for future tuition costs or to pay back student loans.

Earning a Diploma through the MT Youth Challenge Academy 
(SB 197) 
The mission of the Montana Youth Challenge Academy is to reclaim the lives of at-risk youth and 
prepare them for high school completion and productive citizenship. This program has eight core 
components, which promote critical skills that are necessary for productive citizenship in 21st 
century Montana. These components are: academic excellence, health & hygiene, job skills, 
leadership, life-coping skills, physical fitness, responsible citizenship, and service to community. 
Students at the Academy complete an intensive 22-week residential phase that includes training 
activities during all waking hours. The program requires strong commitment from its students. Its 
graduates are students who have demonstrated considerable discipline and ambition.  
 
SB-197 allows students, following the successful completion of the Montana Youth Challenge 
Academy, to be considered for a diploma from their home school district. Due to the rigor of the 
MYCA program, local districts can be assured that they are maintaining educational standards 
while also gaining the advantage of counting these students as graduates rather than dropouts. 
Meanwhile, formerly struggling students achieve greater academic credibility that positions them 
for greater post-secondary and professional opportunities.   
 

UPSTART Early Learning Opportunities for 3 and 4-Year Olds 
The OPI has teamed up with Waterford to offer an amazing opportunity for our state’s three 
and four-year-old children who are unserved or underserved. By the fall of 2020, we plan to 
have at least 200 three and four-year-old children registered to begin UPSTART
