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What is the relationship between tobacco-related behaviors and academic achievement?

Data presented below from the 2019 Montana Youth Risk Behavior Survey (YRBS) show a negative association between
tobacco-related behaviors and academic achievement. This means that students with higher grades are less likely to
engage in tobacco-related behaviors than their classmates with lower grades, and students who do not engage in
tobacco-related behaviors receive higher grades than their classmates who do engage in tobacco-related behaviors.
These associations do not prove causation. Further research is needed to determine whether low grades lead to
behaviors related to tobacco use, behaviors related to tobacco use lead to low grades, or some other factors lead to
both of these problems.

The Montana YRBS monitors priority health-risk behaviors that contribute to the leading causes of death, disability, and social
problems among youth and adults in the United States. It is conducted every 2 years during late winter and provides data
representative of high school students in Montana. In 2019, students completing the YRBS were asked, “During the past 12 months,
how would you describe your grades in school?” and given seven response options (Mostly A’s, Mostly B’s, Mostly C’s, Mostly D’s,
Mostly F’s, None of these grades, Not sure). In 2019, 46% of students received mostly A’s, 31% received mostly B’s, 15% received
mostly C’s, 5% received mostly D’s or F’s, and 4% reported receiving none of these grades or not sure. The YRBS has been
administered by the Office of Public Instruction in collaboration with Montana schools since 1991. For more information on the
YRBS please visit www.opi.mt.gov/yrbs.
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
