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We have successfully completed our second week in the first testing window for the school
year. A reminder that we are heading into our final testing week of Window 3 that is scheduled
to close on November 10th. As always, the OPI would like to express our gratitude for the
collaborative efforts of all our stakeholders. We highly value the feedback received from
participating districts and commend your flexibility as we continue to iterate and pioneer this
innovative assessment. We look forward to building on this foundation of teamwork and
cooperation as we work towards achieving our shared goals. Look for updates on testing
progress on the last page of this newsletter.

Student Pll Reminder
The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) (20 U.S.C. § 1232g; 34 CFR Part 99) is a
Federal law that safeguards the privacy of student education records. It is essential to adhere to this
law and refrain from sharing any student Personally Identifiable Information (PII) in emails or
voicemails. Instead, student PII should be shared with the OPI through secure file transfer portals or
directly over the phone. This ensures that student data remains secure and protected in accordance
with FERPA regulations.

Pause/Resume Testlets
All user roles (DTCs, BTCs, and TEAS) currently in the Kite Educator Portal are able to
pause/resume testlets. Be sure to select the student that you want to perform the action for then
select “resume” or “pause” test. A reminder that a testlet must be finished on the same day it is
started. Please be aware that selecting the "End Test Session" option will result in the
submission of all tests within the session. This means that any students who are absent on that
day will not be able to access the testlets later.

Reactivation of Testlets
In some extenuating circumstances, a reactivation of a student testlet may be necessary. To
help prevent the reactivation of student testlets, here are some helpful tips:

1. Remind students that clicking the "END" button within their test will officially submit their
testlet. This will help them avoid any accidental submissions.

2. Prior to ending their test session, students can quietly raise their hand for the teacher to
check their review/end screen. Any boxes coded in red indicate that they are not fully complete,
while boxes coded in blue indicate that they have been completed.

If a reactivation is indeed necessary, District Testing Coordinators (DTCs) or Building Test
Coordinators (BTCs) have the authority to directly call the OPI MAST Assessment Specialist to
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request the reactivation of a student's testlet. When making the call, please be prepared to
provide the following information:

- District and school name

- Grade level and content area of the testlet to be reactivated

- Student's name (remember not to share any personally identifiable information in an email or
voicemail)

- A description of why the testlet needs to be reactivated

It's important to note that in some cases, testlets may not be reactivated if doing so
compromises the validity and reliability of the test results.

Student Survey
To develop an enhanced assessment system that caters to the needs of students, teachers,
and administrators, while allowing for test administration flexibility, we will be implementing user
feedback opportunities. One such opportunity is a student survey. As part of the pilot program,
we would like to gather feedback directly from participating students by administering a brief
survey after the second and fifth testing windows. The survey questions will focus on their
assessment experience. To provide students' parent/guardian(s) with the option to opt-out of the
survey, we have provided a Survey Opt-Out Letter for districts to share. This process ensures
that we can gather valuable insights while respecting the wishes of our students and their
families. Names of students that opt-out of the survey will need to be provided to the OPI
through the Secure File Transfer Portal no later than November 17, 2023. A reminder not to
share any student Personally Identifiable Information (PIl) in emails or voicemails.

Calculator Use
Beyond using the online calculator available to all students in the Kite Student Portal, students
are also permitted to use their own calculators on parts of the test where the calculator tool is
available. However, it's important to note that students may only use approved handheld
calculators. The use of a calculator app or website on a phone or other device is not permitted
during the assessment. Additionally, students do not have access to the calculator on test items
that require them to demonstrate direct knowledge of computational skills. It is crucial that
students do not use any calculator on sections that do not have the online calculator tool
available within the Kite Student Secure Browser.

There, you will find a table provided for each grade level, indicating the
specific testlets where calculator usage is allowed. Please ensure that the memory of any
handheld calculator used is cleared both before and after each testing session.

Chromebook Install Correction
If your district uses Chromebooks, we strongly recommend that you have your IT Team/Google
Administrator verify that the version installed is the Testlet Kite Student Portal.

The “Kite Student Portal” version is not used in Montana and may be uninstalled.
The “PLTW Kite Student Portal” may be used if your school/district participates in PLTW
testing.

Student Enrollment, Rostering, and PNPs
To assist with the translation of Smarter Balanced accommodations into MAST PNPs, a MAST
Accommodations & Accessibility Crosswalk Document is available on the OPI MAST webpage
under Y2 Teacher Resources. All rostering and PNPs should be completed as soon as
possible prior to testing. According to the Kite Educator Portal Manual, a newly-rostered
student’s assessment may take up to 24 hours to appear. PNPs should be set 24-hours before
beginning an assessment for accommodations to appear.

Please be sure to keep your district's Student Information System (SIS) up to date. If you are
using Infinite Campus, it automatically syncs with the state databases to update student
enrollment information. However, if you are using Powerschool, please note that it requires a
manual sync with the state to update student enroliment information. If you require any
assistance with student enrollment, please don't hesitate to reach out to Tressa Graveley, our
MAST Assessment Specialist. She will be more than happy to help you with any questions or
concerns regarding student enroliment.

MAST Through-Year vs. MAST Form B Pilot Districts
The MAST Form B Pilot program offers districts the chance to experience an end-of-year
assessment and get a preview of the through-year assessment in a more traditional summative
format. Districts will test in the final testing window only—April 15 - May 10, 2024. As part of this
program, districts will have access to the Kite testing platform, allowing them to interact with the
testlet content and design. This opportunity allows districts to familiarize themselves with the
assessment process before statewide implementation in the 2024-2025 school year. It's
important to note that full participation in the MAST Form B Pilot will not require districts to take
the Smarter Balanced Assessment, and there will be no impact on accountability measures.
This opportunity aims to provide valuable insights and feedback to improve the assessment
system for all stakeholders involved. The deadline for confirming school participation in the
MAST Form B Summative Pilot is November 15, 2023.

MAST Through-Year Pilot districts are fully committed to participating in the innovative
through-year design. These districts have already submitted their curriculum, ensuring seamless
alignment of the MAST testlets with the local scope and sequence. As part of the pilot program,
districts will have the opportunity to administer the MAST assessments during all five test
windows scheduled throughout the year. By participating in the MAST Through-Year Pilot,
districts will no longer be obligated to administer the Smarter Balanced Assessment, and their
accountability measures will remain unaffected. This pilot program revolutionizes the
assessment experience for districts and provides valuable insights into student progress
throughout the academic year.

Districts participating in both subgroups of the MAST Pilot are still required to administer the
Montana Science Assessment (MSA) to students in grades 5 and 8. Any alternate students you
may have enrolled this year will need to take the Multi-State Alternate Assessment (MSAA)
(Grades 3-8 and 11) and the Alternate Montana Science Assessment (AMSA) for Grades 5, 8,
and 11 as there is not an alternate version of MAST.

Testing Windows and Testlet Information
Each standard testlet is expected to be completed in under 30 minutes (likely less time but no
more than) with most students being able to complete two testlets within a 45-minute window.
The ELA PT (exclusively administered in the 4» OPI window) is expected to be completed in less
than 45 minutes. The number of Math testlets scheduled throughout the five testing windows will
vary for each school district based on your curriculum and pacing.

ELA Assessment Components:

e Six (6) Standard Testlets

e One (1) Performance Task (administered exclusively in the 4th testing window)
Math Assessment Components:

o Twelve (12) Standard Testlets

e One (1) Math Anchor (referred to as T13 Anchor Testlet)

Accessing Student Reports

MAST Participating Districts have access to student reports through the Kite Platform. To login
and access the student reports, please use the unique MT Kite login url Kite - Educator Portal
(kiteaai.org) [educator-testlet.kiteaai.org]. Once logged in, navigate to the "Interim" heading and
select "View My Results". From there, you can generate student reports by navigating through
the dropdown menus. Please note that during MAST Extended Field Testing for SY2023-2024,
reports for machine-scored items may take approximately 10 business days to be available after
the assessment window is closed.

Test Administration Manual & Kite Portal Manuals
The Test Administration Manual, Kite Teacher Portal Manual, and Kite Student Portal Manual
for the MAST Pilot are comprehensive guides that will provide you with all the essential
information needed to prepare for the upcoming testing window, scheduled to begin on Monday,
October 23rd. These manuals include an assessment overview, guidelines for test security,
details on student tools and accommodations, and other pertinent information. It is crucial to
thoroughly review these manuals to ensure a smooth and successful testing process and
familiarize yourself with the contents so as to understand the procedures and requirements for
administering the MAST Pilot test effectively. The MAST Training & Install Link Document is a
valuable resource that hosts all the necessary training supports, installation guides, standards,
and manuals in one convenient and user-friendly document.
