School Safety 

1. The OPI is hosting a school safety summit at 2:30pm on Monday, January 7th in the Old 
Supreme Court Chambers of the Capitol Building. The purpose is to provide legislators 
with a variety of perspectives on school safety as the 2019 Legislative Session kicks off. A 
panel consisting of large schools, small schools, tribal schools, and law enforcement will 
discuss best practices and then there will be an opportunity for dialogue. The event is 
open to the public and will be live streamed at leg.mt.gov.  
 

2. The Federal Commission on School Safety released their final report on December 18th. 
Superintendent Arntzen participated in a roundtable at the White House to discuss the 
report along with President Trump, Secretary DeVos, and other officials. ABC Fox 
Montana and others covered the event.

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Federal/ESSA Update 
ESSA Report Card 
To avoid confusion and allow  more time for the development of our state, district, and school 
report cards, Montana will not be releasing ESSA report cards displaying 2016-2017 school 
year data this December. With the added time for the release of report cards, the OPI will: 
 

• Further review feedback and updated report card guidance received by the Department 
of Education on December 6th (Montana plans to put only the required information on 
report cards). 

• The OPI will finalize the upload and programming of the 2015-2016 CRDC data the OPI 
received from the DOE in late September which is required to be on the 2017-2018 
report cards. 

• Utilize the time to reach out to parents and our partners in education for further input 
on state, district, and school level report cards as well as the detail pages. 

• Develop various levels of webinars on understanding and analyzing the report cards. 
 

The new comprehensive, targeted, and universal ESSA designations will be released after 
running the accountability system and the report cards with 2017-2018 data will follow in 
early spring of 2019.Annually, the report cards will be released notifying schools, families, and 
communities of school; district; and state-level performance as well as ESSA designations. 
Schools and districts will have the opportunity to review the report card before the public 
release. Schools and districts will be given a template to design a cover letter highlighting 
strengths; an area they will be working on, with a call to action to the community; and a local 
data point to share information not included in the ESSA report card.  
 
New report card drafts will be coming soon, and we look forward to receiving your continued 
feedback.

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Accreditation and Educator Preparation 
Application Due Date for Variances to Standards: March 4, 2019 
The Board of Public Education rule, “Variances to Standards” (ARM 10.55.604), allows 
accredited schools to implement a variance to standards designed to meet or exceed results 
under established standards. Implementation of the variances to standards will be in 
September 2019. Districts interested in seeking a variance to a standard must submit a 
Variances to Standards application by March 4, 2019. 
 
The variance to standards rule requires local boards of trustees to produce evidence of local 
public participation and evidence that the board officially approved the variance to standards 
application before submission to the Variances to Standards Review Board. For more 
information, contact Patty Muir, 406-444-4317 or Linda Vrooman Peterson, 406-444-5726.

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School Elections 
Candidate filing continues through Thursday, March 29.  No signatures are required for a 
candidate’s name to appear on the ballot.  Please verify the candidate’s signature on the 
Declaration of Intent and Oath of Candidacy with the county election administrator and verify 
the candidate’s voter registration status. The deadline for passage of all election resolutions is 
Tuesday, February 27.  
  
As this is a legislative year, districts may, in accordance with 20-20-105(5), MCA, hold an 
election for general fund financing on a date other than the regular school election day.   
However, districts must still meet the same deadlines for holding a regular school election, 
including passage of the election resolution at least 70 days before election day.  Custom 
election calendars may be created for elections outside the regular school election day upon 
request.  If the district is planning to conduct the election by mail ballot, the deadline to submit 
a mail ballot plan to the Secretary of State is Friday, March 9.

Impact Aid 
The deadline to submit 2019 Impact Aid applications is Wednesday, January 31st, 2019 at 9:59 
pm, Mountain Standard Time.  Applications are submitted electronically through the G5 
electronic application.  Applicants must also submit their signature page, assurances and their 
Indian Policies and Procedures (IPP) document (if applicable) by the application deadline.  
Applications submitted after the deadline are subject to a late payment penalty of 10%.  
Applications more than 60 days late will not be accepted.  
 
Data sheets are available on the OPI webpage, under Title & Other Federal Programs and select 
Impact Aid.  The survey date may be any day between the 4th day of school and January 31st.  
Please be sure to use the most recent survey/source check forms available on the U.S 
Department of Education (DOE) webpage.  Any variations to those forms must be approved by a 
DOE analyst.  After submitting the application through G5, districts are required to send a copy to 
the OPI for review.  Applications may be sent via email, fax or regular mail to the addresses 
below: Email:  nthuotte@mt.gov Fax: (406) 444-0509 Regular Mail: PO Box 202509, Helena, MT  
59620.

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2nd Semester Bus Inspections 
Second semester school bus inspections must be performed by the Montana Highway Patrol by 
the end of January 31, 2019. Only school buses that pass inspection may be used to transport 
students, and only school buses that pass inspection will receive state and county 
transportation reimbursement. Type E buses must also be inspected by the highway patrol.  For 
the Type E buses, please use the Inspection Form TR13A. A school bus that fails to pass 
inspection will not be eligible for state and county reimbursement until the bus is re-inspected 
and approved by the inspecting officer. The school district is responsible for contacting the 
Montana Highway Patrol for bus inspections. The TR13 and TR13A Bus Inspection forms can be 
accessed through the Pupil Transportation Program.  You will need to use your user name and 
password to log in. For questions or assistance with entering inspections in the Pupil

Official Enrollment Count Date  
The official spring count day is Monday, February 4, 2019. MAEFAIRS Student Count for ANB 
must be submitted no later than Friday, February 8, 2019. This reporting period is necessary to 
allow the School Finance Division the time needed to issue Preliminary Budget Data Sheets by 
the March 1st deadline. Extenuating circumstances for students who will be gone 10 days prior 
to the count date, but which would support a variance, should be submitted to the OPI prior to 
the official enrollment count date for consideration of inclusion of the student in the 
enrollment count for ANB purposes beyond the 10th day of absence.

Board of Crime Control School Grants 
MBCC is soliciting proposals for programs providing direct services to youth victims of crime; to 
be funded by the U.S. DOJ, Office for Victims of Crime. VOCA Federal Guidelines state that 
services are defined as those efforts that 1) respond to the emotional and physical needs of 
crime victims; 2) assist primary and secondary victims of crime to stabilize their lives after a 
victimization; 3) assist victims to understand and participate in the criminal justice system; and 
4) provide victims of crime with a measure of safety and security. For the purposes of this 
program, a crime victim is a “person who has suffered physical, sexual, financial, or emotional 
harm as a result of the commission of a crime” and a youth is defined as a person between the 
ages of birth and 21 years of age.

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School Safety Transfers (Local Flexibility Opportunity) 
Section 20-9-236, MCA, allows school districts to transfer state or local revenue from any 
budgeted or non- budgeted fund, other than the Debt Service Fund or Retirement Fund, to the 
Building Reserve Fund. If transfers are made from budgeted funds, the district may not “spike” 
its non-voted levy to restore the transferred funds. The amount transferred may not exceed the 
school district’s estimated costs of improvements to school safety and security as follows: 

• planning for improvements to school safety including but not limited to the cost of 
services provided by architects, engineers, and other consultants; “other consultants” 
provide school districts with latitude in determining what will best enhance school 
safety which may include school resource officers, active shooter training for 
staff/students, threat assessments, or restorative justice programs; 

• installing or updating locking mechanisms and ingress and egress systems at public 
school access points; 

• installing or updating bullet-resistant windows and barriers, and; 
• installing or updating emergency response systems using contemporary technologies 

(which allows upgrade of the district’s IT backbone).

Student Support Services 
Discipline Reporting in AIM 
Every school in each district must enter all discipline data in their local AIM site. This report is 
due by the end of business day on Sunday, June 30, 2019. Events that meet the following 
criteria must be reported. Any event that taking place during the reporting period that: 
 

• results in an out‐of‐school suspension or expulsion, regardless of the length of time, for 
any enrolled student; or 

• results in an in‐school suspension, regardless of the length of time, for an enrolled 
student with a disability. 

 
In-school suspensions may also be entered for general education students; however, only the 
special education events are required for federal reporting.
